The service is being offered to residents and businesses in all of 
Bucks and Montgomery Counties. Pick-ups will be scheduled 
seven days a week.

4. The customer receives a Certificate of Destruction via  
mail or email.

The company will also destroy old cell phones and PDAs, desktop computers, laptop computers, 
DVDs, CDs, tapes, microfilm and other electronic media. Electronic media destruction starts at 
$9.99. All materials (paper and electronic media) are destroyed to professional standards and 
recycled.
